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PAOI To Host Professor Constantine Scouteris from University of Athens

Berkeley, CA – The Patriarch Athenagoras Orthodox Institute will host Professor Constantine Scouteris, March 14-15, 2006 for two public lectures, as part of the University Seminars Program of the Alexander S. Onassis Public Benefit Foundation (USA). Professor Scouteris is a member of the Faculty of Theology at the University of Athens, Greece, active globally on ecumenical issues.

On Tuesday March 14, Professor Scouteris will deliver a lecture “The Issue of Icons Once Again” at 7:30 p.m. at the Institute, 2311 Hearst Avenue, Berkeley.

On Wednesday, March 15, he will deliver his second lecture “Christian Europe: An Orthodox Perspective and Some Comments on Enculturation” at 3:30 p.m. in Room 113 at the Church Divinity School of the Pacific, 2451 Ridge Road, Berkeley.

In addition, Professor Scouteris will lead a seminar for graduate students, “The Church filled with the Holy Trinity.”

Professor Constantine Scouteris is the author of many books and numerous articles, has represented the Orthodox Church on many committees at the international level. Since 1974, he has represented the Church of Greece at the International Commission for Anglican-Orthodox Dialogue, serving also for a time as the Orthodox representative on the Anglican Ecumenical Committee. He has taught the History of Doctrine as a visiting professor at the Theological School of the University of Balamand (Lebanon) and Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of Theology (Brookline, MA). He was a visiting researcher at the Harvard Divinity School and has on many occasions been invited to deliver lectures in major universities in Europe and the United States. He has been awarded honorary doctorates by the University of Oradea (Romania) and the Theological Academy of Moscow. He is a member of the Synodal Committee of the Church of Greece for Inter-Orthodox and Inter-Christian relations and the Synodal Committee on Bioethics.

The University Seminar Program of the Alexander S. Onassis Public Benefit Foundation (USA) places eminent scholars at educational institutions for lectures and mini-courses on topics or areas that relate to Hellenic civilization. This is the first time that the Institute has hosted a participant in the University Seminar Program of the Foundation.

The Patriarch Athenagoras Orthodox Institute is an affiliate member of the Graduate Theological Union, sponsoring the only Master’s degree program- in Orthodox Christian Studies in the western United States.
